How do I transfer my grades from Moodle to SIS/MyPack?
· Go to http://wolfware.ncsu.edu 

· Select the “WolfWare Toolbox” from the “For Instructors” menu on the right side of the page. 

· Select “Grade Submit” and the section for which you want to submit grades. 

· Check the boxes to the right of the students for which you want to submit grades (or use the “Select Students: All None” option at the top)

· Click the “Submit Selected Grades” button at the bottom of the page.
How do I edit the Instructors for my course in Moodle?

You cannot edit the instructor list for your course in Moodle. Please contact the CVM registrar with this request so changes can be made at the university level.  Once the changes have been made in SIS/MyPack by the registrar, you will then be able to see the changes reflected in Moodle. 
How do I edit the course title for my course in Moodle?
You can’t edit the course title in Moodle or SIS. In order to propose a course title change or any other changes to your course, you must first submit a proposed revision on a course action form to the Curriculum Committee. You can find the form in the How To section of the DVM Faculty Services website.
